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Summer of 1957 - Chuck Berry at the Folly Pier 
 

It was only eight oôclock and already a steamy hot day in the summer 1956.  As usual the intense heat woke 

me up in spite of the beers I had consumed the night before. As a sleeping aid they were no match for the heat, 

but thatôs not why I drank them.  I was 17 years old and every night was wide open. My parents occupied the 

efficiency apt on the main floor, and I had a make-shift 8x10 foot bedroom in the highest part of the rafters of 

the pier which was, quite sometime ago, used as the projection room to direct the spotlight onto the stage.  I 

had driven a nail in a post to hang my summer wardrobe, a pair of shirts, pants, and bathing trunks.  We still 

had our apartment on the corner of Bull & Pitt Street and I went there when I needed more clothes.  I threw on 

my bathing trunks and climbed down the ladder from my bedroom to the floor of the Folly Pier.  There was a 

slight breeze that day but even that was hot.  As I walked across the floor I noticed it was almost high tide so I 

did what I normally did, I climbed upon the corner railing, dove into an oncoming breaker, and rode the wave 

onto the beach (daily bath completed). Afterwards, I took my morning walk on the beach but careful always to 

return by ten oôclock for the Pier opening. 

 

My stepfather was managing the pier and was required to live on premises for the summer while awaiting the 

start up date of his civil service job which was to begin in Oct. 1957. My mother worked in town at Sires 

Lumber Co. as a bookkeeper. I helped manage the pier when I wasnôt bagging groceries or stocking shelves at 

the A&P in South Windermere. Jack Gale, a local radio DJ who was very popular and well connected, had a 

ñRock n Rollò radio program called the Hound Dog Show.  He leased the pier for that entire summer and 

booked numerous Rock N Roll entertainers. We hosted Frankie Lyman & the Teenagers, Coasters, Clovers, 

Midnighters, Clyde McPhatter & the Drifters, Bo Diddly, Joe Turner, Jimmy Reed, Maurice Williams & the 

Zodiacs, Chuck Berry, Pat Boone (I donôt know how he got in there) and of course Fats Domino, who drew 

the biggest crowd ever!  Every Saturday night of the summer was booked solid and Friday jukebox shagging 

always attracted a good crowd of teenagers, local rogues, beauties, servicemen, cadets and tourists. 

 

This particular Saturday Chuck Berry was our entertainment at the Pier.  When I opened the doors to the pub-

lic that morning Chuck (I called him Mr. Berry) was waiting along with a few other people who did not even 

recognize him. I offered him a Coke, which he accepted.  He then went out to the corner of the pier (where I 

dove off earlier) and he sat there with binoculars for several hours.  Well, I finished my brunch, a hot dog and 

a Budweiser, (good meal for a 17 year old) and walked out to talk with Mr. Berry.  I could not imagine what 

he was looking at, so I asked him.  He told me he was just looking at the ocean because he had never seen it 

before.  He said he was from Memphis; and although he had appeared many places, he had never seen an 

ocean.  So another claim to fame for the Folly Pier, as well as being the birthplace of the SHAG, it offered 

Chuck Berry his first view of the ocean. His performance that evening was unforgettable, featuring his new 

hits, Maybeline and Roll Over Beethoven. It was also an unforgettable summer for yours truly, Clinton 

Altman!
